In their spare time, 
thousands of yachtsmen, motorboat drivers, 
canoeists and other water sport enthusiasts 
collect nautical information and geodata 
they consider necessary and useful to be 
included in a nautical chart. According to 
the Wiki-principle, they enter it into a data 
base. The result is an open and cost-free 
nautical chart.

The data regarding position and depth 
is measured by GPS and sounder. In 
order to save this data, you may use the 
hardware-logger from OpenSeaMap.

The logger was especially developed 
for charter companies. It switches on 
automatically and saves the data on a 
SD-card.
